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Health Screening for Men Offered at Health Agency in Somerville
Women’s Health & Counseling Center (WHCC), a non-profit agency in Somerville, NJ, has received grant funds from The Baxter International Foundation to pilot a new health care program aimed at offering high quality, affordable health screening services to men in our community. These services will be provided during clinic sessions reserved exclusively for men.

Services offered at the clinic include blood pressure checks, cholesterol screenings, diabetes screenings, body mass index (BMI) analysis, sexually transmitted infection (STI) testing and treatment, health education on STIs and family planning. WHCC is also proud to offer new Rapid HIV testing (results in 20 minutes); screening for prostate and colorectal cancers and referrals to other health and community services.

To accommodate additional male patients, the agency has opened bi-monthly on Saturdays from 9 am to 12 pm for a limited time only.  Please call for an appointment at 908-526-2335, ext 121.
WHCC is located on 71 Fourth Street in Somerville. Clinical services are provided by a board certified internist, nurse practitioners, and certified medical assistants.  Services are offered on a sliding scale basis, adjusting the fees based on each patient’s income.  No health insurance is necessary.
“With this new health screening project we hope to encourage more men to take control of their health by assessing their health status and being informed on important personal health topics.  With job loss on the rise, many people are also losing health benefits.  WHCC is here as an important access point for men and women in need of health care services.  We are grateful to The Baxter International Foundation for backing our efforts with this grant,” remarked Fran Palm, Executive Director.
