WHCC receives Grant to Serve More Patients
Women’s Health & Counseling Center (WHCC), a non-profit agency in Somerville, NJ, has received funds from the NJ Family Planning League to serve additional patients in 2009.  Services offered at the clinic include gynecological exams, pap smears, clinical breast exams, testing and treatment of sexually transmitted diseases, birth control, and comprehensive health education.  The clinic also offers primary care services with separate funding.
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To accommodate additional patients, the agency has added more clinician hours and has added hours on some Saturdays.  Clinic hours are 9 am to 1 pm Mondays & Fridays and occasional Wednesdays & Saturdays. 9 am to 1 pm and 3 pm to 7:15 pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Please call ahead for an appointment.    
Women’s Health & Counseling Center is located on 71 Fourth Street in Somerville. Clinical services are provided by a board certified internist and nurse practitioners that specialize in women’s health care.  Services are offered on a sliding scale basis, adjusting the fees based on each patient’s income.  No one is turned away based on ability to pay.
